HISTORY

Built by P.J. Lindberg for the Nels and Mary Nielsen. Bob and Myrtle Forty, along with Myrtle’s McGill
family, lived in the house while they built the Forty House next door. In 1930, T. J. and Jesse Fromm bought
the place and later sold to Bernal Forty abt. 1940. The house was used as a rental in its early years. There have
been two fires, both burnt the second story. First fire was in the late 1920's. The second fire was accidentally
started by Elaine Forty, daughter of Bernal.
